Students who need extra career advice or assistance should see Mr Robinson 
(Careers Advisor) Sandra McKinnon (Assistant Principal) or the appropriate Dean. 
 
We encourage students to consult first with their caregivers and then with as many other 
people as possible.  These could include deans, form teachers and subject teachers. 
 
Remember: Students need to think further down the track to what their eventual goal is 

so they can ensure they are taking the right subjects.  Subject choice will 
affect a studentôs career prospects, entry into tertiary institutions and what 
they can take the following year. 

 
A subject will run provided there is sufficient demand to make class sizes practical.   
 
NOTE:  A number of students choose to undertake a sixth subject instead of Physical 
Education.  These students need to have a proven work record in all their subjects as well 
as the academic ability to cope with an additional subject. 
 
Every effort is made to ensure that as many students as possible are able to study a 
programme of their choice.  It is a priority of the school to answer student need and 
accommodate as many studentsô choices as possible.  For a very small number of 
students there may be a timetable clash and an alternative subject may have to be 
chosen. 
 
NOTE: You may be aware that the NZ primary and secondary school curriculums have 
been reviewed and quite significant changes made.  At the time of printing many of the 
Achievement Standards had not been made official.  There may be some slight changes, 
but this should not affect the number of credits offered in each subject, or the topics 
covered. 
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GENERAL NOTES 

 

GAINING THE NCEA 
 
National Certificate of Educational Achievement (Level 1) ï Year 11 
 
New Zealandôs national qualification for Year 11 students is the National Certificate of 
Educational Achievement. 
 
The NCEA is Standards based.  You can receive your certificate when you have achieved 
a range of standards ï both Achievement Standards and Unit Standards. 
 
To be awarded the NCEA Level 1 you must achieve a minimum of 80 credits. 
 
Of these: 8 credits must be achieved in Literacy standards (English or Te Reo 

Maori) 
 8 credits must be achieved in numeracy standards (Mathematics) 
 
In each subject, different aspects of skill, knowledge and understanding are assessed 
separately in a óstandardô.  Each Achievement or Unit Standard can earn a different 
number of credits.  In Year 11 most standards are at Level 1.  You can also gain 
Achievement Standards with Merit or Excellence grades. 
 
In addition, Level 1-3 students can gain Merit or Excellent endorsements if they attain 
more than 50 Merit/Excellence credits or 50 Excellence credits.  This will appear on their 
NZQA official Certificate. 
 
Some of the assessment is by examination and some by internal assessment. The 
assessments are designed to suit the skill or knowledge being assessed.  In many 
subjects at least half of the assessment is by end of year examinations administered by 
the New Zealand Qualifications Authority (NZQA). 
 
National Certificate of Educational Achievement (Level 2) ï Year 12 
 
The National Certificate of Educational Achievement (NCEA) Level 2 is the national 
qualification for Year 12 students. 
 
If you do not achieve NCEA Level 1 (80 credits) you may have an opportunity to work 
towards it with Year 12 subjects.  However it is better to have worked consistently to gain 
level one while a Year 11 Student.  Some credits will also count for your Level 2 
qualification. 
 
It is Standards based.  You will receive your certificate when you have achieved a range of 
standards ï both Achievement Standards and Unit Standards. 
 
Like Level 1, in each subject standards of skill, knowledge and understanding are 
assessed separately.  Each Achievement Standard or Unit Standard can earn a different 
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number of credits.  You can also gain Achievement Standards with Merit or Excellence 
grades.  Some assessment is by examination and some by internal assessment. 
 
It is important to note that some Year 12 subjects offer both Level 1 and Level 2 credits. 
 
Students will also be able to gain a Merit or Excellence endorsement with more than 50 
Merit or Excellence credits in a year. 
 
To be awarded the NCEA Level 2 you must achieve 80 credits. 
 
Of these: A minimum of 60 credits must be from Level 2 or higher 

standards. 
 
Credits can be used for more than one qualification so 20 of your NCEA  
Level 1 credits will count towards NCEA Level 2. 
 
Standards you achieve from Year 12 subjects will be added to your Record 
of Achievement from last year. 
 
It is very important to note that to gain Entrance to University you must have: 
 

¶ A minimum of 8 credits in English or Te Reo Maori at Level 2 or higher.  (4 credits in 
Reading and 4 credits in Writing).  Your English and/or Te Reo Maori teacher will 
outline the specific standards you need to achieve Entrance. 

 

¶ A minimum of 14 credits in Mathematics at Level 1 or higher. 
 
 
National Certificate of Educational Achievement (Level 3) ï Year 13 
 
The National Certificate of Educational Achievement (NCEA) Level 3 is the national 
qualification for Year 13 students. 
 
If you do not achieve NCEA Level 2 (80 credits) you may work towards it with Year 13 
subjects.  Some credits will also count for your Level 3 qualification. 
 
It is standards based.  You can receive your certificate when you have achieved a range of 
standards ï both Achievement Standards and Unit Standards. 

 
Like Level 1 and 2, in each subject standards of skill, knowledge and understanding are 
assessed separately.  Each Achievement Standard or Unit Standard can earn a different 
number of credits.  You can also gain Achievement Standards with Merit or Excellence 
grades.  Some assessment is by examination and some by internal assessment. 
 
It is important to note that some Year 13 subjects may offer credits from all three levels. 
 
Students will also be able to gain NCEA certificate Level 3 with Merit or Excellence 
endorsements. 
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To be awarded the NCEA Level 3 you must achieve 80 credits. 
 
Of these: A minimum of 60 credits must be from Level 3 or higher 

standards. 
 
The remainder may be from Level 2.  Credits can be used for more than one  
qualification, so 20 of your NCEA Level 2 credits will count towards NCEA Level 3. 
 
Standards you achieve from Year 13 subjects will be added to your Record of  
Achievement from previous years. 

NZ  Scholarship ï Year 13 

Top academic high-achieving students also have the opportunity to sit additional 
scholarship examinations in selected subjects.  You can enter one or more scholarship 
subjects as well as Level 3.  The content assessed will be the same as that covered for 
Level 3 Achievement Standards in many cases you will need to check with your teacher. 

NCEA Individual Subject Endorsement  Year 11-13 

In 2011 students who excel in an individual Subject achieving 14 credits at Merit or 
Excellence Level ï 3 credits MUST come from an external standard and 3 credits MUST 
come from an internal standard will receive a Subject Endorsement from NZQA 
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ENTRANCE TO UNIVERSITY 

NB: The following information is a guide to University Entrance.  Each University may 
differ in their requirements for individual courses.  It would be advisable to contact the 
University to check their requirements and consult with the Careers Advisor.  You must 
also check the Approved Subject List on Page 6. 

NOTE: for many university courses there is an increasing emphasis on the number of 
Excellence and Merit achievements students attain during their Year 13 year.  To increase 
your chances of acceptance into the course of your choice you should take as many 
Approved University subjects as possible. 

This can be gained in one of several ways. 

1. NCEA Level 3 

To gain entrance to a New Zealand university you will need a minimum of 42 level 3 credits 
or above: 

14 Level 3 credits in each of two subjects from the approved subject list 

14 Level 3 credits from anywhere else on the NQF framework 

(NOTE:  this is the minimum requirement, many courses will require a higher number 
of credits and Approved subjects) 

Plus 

14 credits in Mathematics at Level 1 or higher. 

8 credits at Level 2 or higher in Reading and Writing ï from a specified list of English 
standards. 

2. International Students 

University Entrance requirements for International Students may differ from those stated 
above.  It would be advisable to contact the university to check their requirements. 

3. Discretionary Entrance 

Discretionary Entrance can be applied for at the end of Year 12 by students who have a 
very high standard of Level 2 achievement.  As a general rule you would need a minimum 
of NCEA Level 2 (60 Level 2 credits). If you are thinking of applying for Discretionary 
Entrance, it would be advisable to contact the university to check their requirements. 

You may need: 

¶ At least 14 credits in at least 1 Level Two subject from the Approved list ï this is dependent 
on the University concerned. 

¶ To have met the Literacy and Numeracy requirements: 

 14 credits in Mathematics (Level 1 or higher) 

           4 credits Reading (Level 2) 

   4 credits Writing (Level 2)

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COURSE COSTS 

 
When students enrol in courses, they are expected to attempt to gain qualifications related 
to them. There are usually credit, administration and certification fees to pay, as well as, in 
some subjects, costs related to materials used and/or field trips (such fees will be stated 
on the relevant course outlines).  
 

NZQA charges are listed below, International Students are advised to check the schedule 
of fees with the Dean of International Students. 
 

FEE SCHEDULES: The following entry fees applied in 2010 and may be subject to 
change. 
 

National Certificate of Educational Achievement (NCEA) 
Entry for all NQF standards and up to 3 Scholarship subjects $75, additional Scholarship 
entries $75 per subject (based on 2010 schedule). 
 
National Certificates 
Students qualifying for a National Certificate will have to pay an additional $15.00 
certification fee. 
 

Financial Assistance 
There is considerable financial assistance available to parents/caregivers who: 
 

¶ Receive a Work and Income or Study Link benefit 

¶ Have a Community Services Card 

¶ Have more than TWO children undertaking these qualifications in the same year (at 
Years 11,12 or 13) 

 
With beneficiary or income based assistance - $20 per student or $30 per family. 
If you think you may be eligible to receive assistance, you should talk to Mrs McKinnon 
before 30 July 2011.  
 

Special Assessment Conditions 
Some students need special assistance to allow them to complete examinations and other 
assessments. For example, if you believe that you are eligible to receive reader and/or 
writer assistance, or other support to complete your assessment activities, you should see 
Mr Ackerman as soon as possible.  Usually these students have been identified on entry to 
the school.
