INTRODUCING SCHOOLBRIDGE

SchoolBridge is a communication platform, available on the web and as an app, that seamlessly
links caregivers, students, and the school.

This will be be used for all absence notifications, permission slips, school notices and

more. SchoolBridge will be the central sign in point for our school, providing easy access for
Students, Parents/Caregivers, and Staff. SchoolBridge will connect you to Kindo and the Kamar
Parent Portal by clicking the tiles on the main page without the need to log into separate apps.
We encourage all parents and caregivers to download the app and enable notifications so you
can stay connected and support your child’s school experience.

Quick & Easy Way to Report Student Absences

From 1 February 2026 all absences and leave passes need to be submitted through
SchoolBridge.

Reporting an absence now takes just a few moments.
Please follow the steps below:
1. LOG INTO SCHOOLBRIDGE:

Open the SchoolBridge app on your phone (If you haven’t downloaded it yet, search
“SchoolBridge” in your app store)

Or log in via the link on the Cambridge High School website.
2. SELECT "REPORT ABSENCE":
Once logged in, simply tap the Report Absence button on the home screen.

3. CHOOSE THE TYPE OF ABSENCE:



Select the most accurate reason for your child’s absence from the list provided.

4. ENTER THE DATES:

Select the first day your student will be absent.

Select the end date of the absence (SchoolBridge allows you to submit up to five days at a time)
5. PROVIDE A REASON:

Enter a brief explanation for the absence so our attendance team has the correct information.
6. SUBMIT:

Tap Submit Absence. You can also view past notifications by opening your Absence Report.

If you need assistance downloading or logging into SchoolBridge, please contact the Cambridge
High School office. We are happy to help support you in setting up the app.
